Air Quality Index Key:

Level of concern Number value Meaning
and color
0-50 Air quality is good and air pollution poses little
to no risk
51-100 Air quality is acceptable; some pollutants may
cause health concern for very few people
101-150 Individuals with certain conditions, such as
asthma, may experience health effects
151- 200 Everyone may begin to experience health

effects; those in sensitive groups may have more
serious affects

201-300 Health warnings of emergency conditions that
concerns the entire population
Hazardous 301-500 Health alert: everyone may experience more

serious health effects
